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Dues Schedule

Provisional Member
Provisional membership is open only to companies less than three years old who qualify as a full member. Provisional member dues are $300 for four quarters, after which time the membership will be converted to Full Member status.

Visiting Full Member
A Visiting Full Member is an existing AGC member that pays national AGC dues under the same company name in another state. If the Visiting Full Member has an office in Alabama or NW Florida, then the company pays national AGC membership dues in the amount of $260.15 in addition to the state dues as determined by the company’s previous year volume/sales. If the Visiting Full Member has no office in Alabama or NW Florida, then only state dues will apply. If the Visiting Full Member has no previous year volume/sales, dues will be set at the Provisional Member rate for the first four quarters.

Full Member
A Full Member is a company that is state licensed as a general contractor. Dues are determined by using the company’s previous year’s total work volume/sales. Total dues are the sum of the national dues amount and the state dues amount. (Example: national dues $468.27 + state dues $1,400 = total dues $1,868.27).
